Announcement to apply for Postgraduate Studies of Master Level 
(MA/ MSc)
The Cyprus University of Technology announces open positions for postgraduate studies of the master level, (MA, MSc) into programs that will begin September 2017.  The following departments offer the degrees listed below in the English language:
Cyprus International Institute for the Environmental and Public Health
· MSc in Environmental Health 

· MSc in Epidemiology and Biostatistics 
Department of Multimedia and Graphic Arts
· MSc in Interaction Design (distance learning, in association with the Institute of Informatics of Tallinn University)
Language Centre

· MA in Computer Assisted Language Learning - CALL (distance learning, in association with the Department of Multimedia and Graphic Arts) 

Study System and Attendance
For all the master programs, attendance is continuous and mandatory and can be part time or full time.  The classes are held in the afternoon and evening and the class schedule is structured so students that work are able to attend. 

In order to attain the Master degree it is required:

· Attendance according to the requirements of each program

· Successful completion of 80-120 ECTS of post graduate classes and thesis for the Master, according to the program.

· Meeting the other criteria, accordingly for each program as described in the curriculum.
Tuition
According to the law, the postgraduate students pay tuition fees for their degree.  All European Union students pay tuition amounting to €4,100 for the whole program that they are enrolled in.  The exception is the Cyprus International Institute, which the tuition for the program is €4,800.

Scholarships
The Cyprus University of Technology grants scholarships for postgraduate studies on the basis of socio-economic criteria, in accordance with the policy framework for granting Internal Scholarships for postgraduate studies, which applies to the University.  The application period is from Monday, 15th May until Friday 19 May 2017. The end of May, the recipients of the scholarships will be announced.  
Applications Process/Supporting Documentation
Potential candidates that can apply to the postgraduate programs are those that have a degree from a recognized University, and those that hold degrees that are equal to University degrees from the Cyprus Council for the Evaluation of Degrees (KYSATS) to the related subject.  Undergraduate students that are graduating can apply for a master program, considering that they expect to receive their university degree before the commencement of the master’s program.

The final date to apply for programs online is Friday, 7th of April 2017. 
There is the possibility of late submission with a deadline of Friday, May 26, 2017 however late applications will be assessed depending on availability in each program.
The applications along with the supporting documents are submitted electronically, online by the Student portal of the University 
The candidates, to apply online, must attach the following documents electronically:  
· A copy of a valid passport or Civil ID.  

· Curriculum Vitae (C.V.)
· Copies of all earned degrees (or a confirmation letter that the candidate is expected to graduate before he starts the postgraduate program) 

· Academic Transcript 

· A statement of interest (approximately 500 words) in which the candidate explains why he/she wishes to pursue a graduate program at CUT, as well as indicating specific areas of academic and research interests.
· Reference letters are required only for the master programs of the Cyprus International Institute.  In this case, the potential candidates are asked to write on their application, the names of two people who will be able to be used as a reference for you about your academic and/or professional level. 

· Proof of Greek and English proficiency.  (Note: For the English programs its required to have proof of English proficiency only)*
* Acceptable proofs of knowledge of the English language are G.C.E/ I.G.C.S.E exams, Ο level with a grade of at least C or ELTS/ IELTS with grade of at least 6.5 or ΤOEFL with grade of at least 580 (paper-based test)/82 (internet-based test). Graduates of an English speaking University will not have to provide proof of the English language. 

Every department can ask for additional confidential information from the potential candidate or chose to require specific criteria to be met to apply.  
Application Evaluation/Registrations

The application evaluation process is completed by the Graduate Committee of each department which is anticipated to finish in April.  All candidates will be informed by email, that they have given on their application, in reference to the outcome for their application by mid May 2017.  For all applications that have been accepted to the program, they will have to declare if they accept the position online on the University website.
