Fees

Tuition fees for all master’s programs are €5,125 for EU students and €9,000 for non-EU students. When the applicant accepts the position, a deposit fee of €325, must be paid. This is a non-refundable fee, even if the applicant withdraws from the programme. Before the registration for each semester, the EU student must pay three installments of €1,600 for the remaining amount. However, tuition fees for the programmes offered by the Cyprus International Institute for Environmental and Public Health are €6,000 for EU students and €10,000 for non-EU students.
