RESULTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Overall, the new redesign of MindMeister passed the usability
evaluation successfully. A few usability issues have been reported
(interface, navigation, iconography), but none of them compromise
the launching of the new version and, most importantly, the user
experience as a whole.

CONCLUSIONS AND LEARNINGS

We have reached our evaluation goals by identifying and prioritizing
main usability issues, suggesting informed design recommendations
for improvement and defining the main usability strengths of the
new MindMeister beta version. Mot ever underestimating contact
with real users, our results were solid and consistent, and made us
learn the power of such accessible and easy to implement usability
evaluation methods. We wished we had the opportunity ta invite
more experts, which was impaossible due to time and access
constraints.
